It brings new contributors to LilyPond and enables students who are already involvedto become more involved. LilyPond participates in GSoC as part of the GNU project (http://www.gnu.org/).We have had GSoC participants in 2012, 2015, 2016 and 2017. This site will be updated intime before the 2018 season will start.Project Ideas ListBelow is a list of GSoC project ideas (last update: May 2017), but if you have other ideas fora project you may complete within the three months of the program you’re welcome to make asuggestion on our developer mailing list (see ⟨undefined⟩ [Contact], página ⟨undefined⟩). Thereare a number of areas where LilyPond could be improved, and our development team is alwayswilling to help those who would like to tackle a project similar to those listed below. As a FLOSS tool LilyPond should adhere to such an open standard instead of usingan isolated solution like it does today. Adopting SMuFL will help integrating LilyPond with theworld of music notation software and eventually give LilyPond users access to a wider selectionof notation fonts.Making LilyPond compliant to SMuFL includes remapping of the glyphs that are built fromMETAFONT sources, adjusting the glyphs’ metrics to SMuFL’s specifications, and finally up-dating the way LilyPond looks up and positions the glyphs. This goes beyond themere setting up of a working environment and familiarizing yourself with the relevant code,but we think it is crucial for the GSoC project to be mutually satisfying.• If you are accepted to the program you will have one mentor explicitly assigned to yourproject.
