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Communauté 101Automated testing and documentation for openLilyLibopenLilyLib (https://github.com/openlilylib) is an extension framework for LilyPond codeproviding a “snippets” repository and a suite of integrated packages such as for example pagelayout tools or scholarly annotations. It is very powerful and promising, but to really get off theground two features are missing: automated testing and documentation generation.Automated testing is necessary to ensure modifications to functionality don’t break otherfunctions within the library. There is already some Automated Testing of the “snippets” repos-itory with Github’s Travis server, but this has to be reconsidered and extended to cover thestandalone packages too.In order to be usable for a wider range of LilyPond users on a “consumer level” openLilyLibneeds proper documentation. This documentation has to be generated from the sources, so asystem is needed that requires package authors to document the input files and provide additionalusage examples, from which documentation is generated. Ideally but not necessarily this isimplemented as a Git hook, i.e. automatically upon each update to the repository. We don’tprescribe the tools and approaches to be used, but the most widely used language in the LilyPonddomain is Python, so there would be some bias towards that. Mentor availability may change without notice, project proposals may need fine-tuning, and many other reasons might require us to reject or ignore an application thathasn’t been discussed before.• We do not know in advance how many “slots” we will have available for projects, so pleasebe aware that you may find yourself in competition with other applicants or not. Inter-ested or even enthusiastic response from our mentors is no guarantee of eventually beingaccepted, and not being accepted does not necessarily indicate a negative evaluation of yourapplication.
