Inter-ested or even enthusiastic response from our mentors is no guarantee of eventually beingaccepted, and not being accepted does not necessarily indicate a negative evaluation of yourapplication. If we have to decide between different applicants there may be various aspectsto consider.• Integration in the LilyPond community is a fundamental part of GSoC, and we expect ourstudents to make substantial efforts to become community members.
